An undefinable quality

Many people have heard about Bill Clinton, ex-president of the United States. He is a
very popular speech giver and regularly gives talks to many different audiences. He is so
effective because he has a special quality which we call “charisma”.

Nowadays, psychologists are becoming interested in charisma and try to redefine its meaning. We often
misunderstand what charisma is and think of it as a kind of fame,

but it is different from fame. Charisma is a kind of magic and is relatively rare. Charismatic people are often
brilliant communicators. Still, they have other qualities such as sensitivity, self-
confidence, eloquence and vision.

Charismatic personalities are able to draw others to them, and people feel happy in their company. There is a
sense of togetherness when a charismatic person is with a group of people.
