The student's independent work includes activities that he carries out without the participation of a
teacher, but on his assignment, under his guidance and supervision.

Independent work is carried out with the aim of deepening and expanding theoretical knowledge,
systematization and consolidation of acquired theoretical knowledge and practical skills, the formation
of skills to use normative, legal, reference documentation and special literature, the development of
cognitive abilities and activity (creative initiative, independence, responsibility, organization), the
formation of independent thinking, abilities for self-development, self-improvement and self-
realization.

The types of independent work of a student include classroom and extracurricular work. Classroom
work is performed in training sessions on assignment and under the guidance of a teacher.
Extracurricular work is performed according to the assignment and with the methodical guidance of
the teacher, but without his direct participation.

Students' independent work is checked during seminars and exams.



The seminar plans reflect the list of issues to be discussed. The main focus of the seminar sessions on
the course topics is on a detailed, in-depth examination of the most important points of international
economic law, which are of great theoretical and practical importance.

To master all the topics of the course competently, students need to work with both lecture materials
and the main and additional literature offered for study (a general list of references and sources for
individual topics). Preparation for seminars includes, in addition, a mandatory analysis of the
documents submitted for each topic.

Thus, students should focus on the creative perception of the material presented in the lectures,
developing their own opinions. To do this, it is necessary to independently study the necessary
regulatory sources, judicial practice of supranational

In addition, students are offered a project-oriented method, which is a socially significant task related
to future professional activity, involving a fairly long period of time (up to a semester) and a large
amount of work that is carried out independently, but with the advisory guidance of a teacher, with a
mandatory creative report (presentation). The project can be individual or group. Students preparing a
project have the right to: independently choose the topic of the project, independently choose methods
for solving the project problem, independently analyze information, summarize facts, prepare a
presentation. Based on the presentation, the teacher evaluates the students' work (as a group and
individually). The work on the project is divided into 4 stages: problem statement (planning);
collection of materials; synthesis of information; presentation of the project (presentation);

The student's response should be detailed, detailed, motivated, with references to the necessary
normative material and theoretical provisions. To do this, the analyzed normative legal acts should be
at the students' fingertips in the classroom. When considering certain problems, students should freely
navigate through the text of the normative documents on the IEP considered at the seminar, and
understand their content. However, mechanical memorization of the material is unacceptable.

For each missed seminar, or a seminar for which the student has not prepared, it is necessary to report
to the consultation.

As you study the course, surveys and independent work are conducted to test students' knowledge of
the topics covered. At the end of the course, students are offered a test on all the topics they have
completed. The final form of control of students' assimilation of the course material is an exam
conducted in accordance with current requirements.

When deducing the final grade, the preparation and participation of the student in the seminar classes,
the results of the examination papers (including the final test), the completeness and correctness of the
answer to the questions of the test card are taken into account.

The novelty of the course being studied leads to the lack of an exhaustive source in Russian.
Therefore, when preparing students, it is necessary to use several educational and scientific sources at
the same time, covering various aspects of the course content, paying special attention to the analysis
of regulatory sources and judicial practice. An analysis of the relevant publications of special legal
journals, which can be found on the website, should be a necessary element of mastering the course
material. cyberleninka.ru .
