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A public relations specialist is an image shaper. Their job is to generate positive publicity for their
client and enhance their reputation. The client can be a company, an individual or a government. In
the government PR people are called press secretaries. They keep the public informed about the
activity of government agencies, explain policy, and manage political campaigns.
