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1. PURPOSE OF THE PRACTICE

The purpose of the practice for obtaining primary professional skills and abilities
(hereinafter referred to as PSP) of undergraduates is the formation of competencies related to the
professional activities of a psychologist.

The tasks of the PPU are:
— consolidation of theoretical knowledge gained in the learning process;
— consolidation of skills and abilities acquired during training;
— carrying out diagnostic work;
— analysis and presentation of the results of psychodiagnostics.

Pages are numbered in Arabic numerals at the bottom in the center, following
continuous numbering throughout the text of the work.
