Brief content. A short, concise summary of the work being studied, highlighting the most
basic and essential points. The main requirements are brevity, clarity of wording, and
generalization of the most important theoretical provisions. Abstracts can be textual or thematic.
A textual abstract is devoted to a specific work, while a thematic abstract is devoted to a specific
topic, and therefore, to several works. A textual abstract preserves the logic and structure of the
text being studied, and the notes are written in accordance with the arrangement of the material in
the work being studied. A thematic abstract is based not on the work plan, but on the content of
the topic and the problems being studied by the graduate student.

It is advisable to make abstracts after fully reading the material being studied. Abstracts
can include theses, brief notes not only of certain provisions and conclusions, but also evidence,
factual material, as well as extracts, verbatim quotations, various examples, digital material, tables,
and diagrams taken from the source being summarized. When preparing abstracts, it is necessary
to indicate the surname of the author of the material being studied, the full title of the work, the
place and year of its publication.

It is also useful to mark the pages of the work being studied. It is important not only to
involve a wider range of literature, but also to be able to understand the degree of study of the
topic based on it. It is worth identifying controversial issues, unresolved problems, and trying to
express your attitude to them. Bring up and argue your point of view or note which of the points
of view on this issue available in the literature the author adheres to and why. The study of the
recommended literature should begin with textbooks and teaching aids, then move on to scientific
monographs and materials from periodicals. Working with literature involves taking notes on the
most relevant and informative materials. This not only mobilizes attention, but also promotes a
deeper understanding of the material, its better memorization, and also allows graduate students
to systematize and comparatively analyze the information being studied. Thus, note-taking is one
of the main forms of independent work, which requires a graduate student to actively work with
educational literature and not limit himself to lecture notes. It should be borne in mind that the
purpose of note-taking is not to rewrite a work, but to identify its logic, system of evidence, and
main conclusions.

There are several forms of note-taking: a plan (simple or detailed), extracts, abstracts,
annotations, summaries, synopses (textual and thematic).

Plan. This is the shortest form of recording what has been read. A list of issues considered
in a book or article. The plan reveals the author's logic and helps to better navigate the content of
the work. The plan can be made either as you read the material or after reading it completely. In
the second case, the plan is consistent, coherent, and brief. The form of the plan does not exclude
quoting individual passages or generalizing later materials.

Extracts. These are either quotations, i.e. a verbatim presentation of a particular material
from a source, necessary for the graduate student, or a brief, close to verbatim presentation of
places from a source, given in the graduate student's understanding. Extracts are best made on
separate sheets or cards. The advantage of extracts is the accuracy of the author's text reproduction,
the accumulation of factual material, and the convenience of their use when composing a term
paper. By highlighting the most important and essential parts of the text read, the graduate student,
when compiling extracts, understands the text being read more deeply. It is imperative to provide
each extract with a reference to the source indicating the corresponding page.

Self-preparation for seminars

When preparing for a seminar, it is necessary to remember that this or that discipline is
closely related to previously studied courses. Moreover, it is the synthesis of previously acquired
knowledge and current course material that makes the preparation effective and comprehensive.

During seminars, a postgraduate student must be able to consistently express his thoughts
and defend them with arguments.

To achieve this goal, it is necessary to:

1) familiarize yourself with the relevant topic of the program of the discipline being studied,

2) comprehend the range of issues being studied and the logic of their consideration;

3) study the literature on this topic recommended by the educational and methodological complex;
4) carefully study the lecture material;

5) familiarize yourself with the questions of the next seminar;

6) prepare a short presentation on each of the questions brought up at the seminar.

When presenting material at a seminar, you can use the following algorithm for presenting
the topic: definition and characteristics of the main categories, evolution of the subject of research,
assessment of its current state, existing problems, development prospects. A very presentable
version of the presentation should be considered its preparation in the PowerPoint environment,
which significantly increases the level of visualization, and, consequently, the accessibility,
comprehensibility of the material and the interest of the audience in the results of the graduate
student's work.

REPORT (Speech time 10-20 minutes, text volume 8-10 pages).

The report presents a specific topic, makes conclusions and suggestions. The postgraduate
student publicly introduces the audience to the research problem in abbreviated form.

When preparing the report, it should be taken into account that in 10 minutes a person can
read a text printed on four pages of typewritten text (with 2 intervals). Therefore, it is advisable to
print the abstracts in advance on a separate sheet.

The report should be prepared using several sources of literature; in certain topics, it is
required to familiarize yourself with official documents.

One of the important tasks of the report is to form your own position on the issues under
consideration, to substantiate your point of view on the problem under study. It is especially
important to touch upon the processes taking place in the country at the present stage in the speech.
At the end of the report, it is necessary to provide links to the literature used (books, articles,
information sites (URL address bar), etc.)

It is recommended to support the provisions of the report with the latest statistical and
factual data (not older than two years), the use of which also requires indicating a link to the source
in the text.

The material, summarized in the form of a presentation, will decorate the report.

Knowledge of the content of the work, the ability to answer questions on the topic of the
work and public speaking skills form the final grade for the report.

ESSAY

In addition to the pre-planned topics, the postgraduate student may independently offer to
write an essay on a proposed or free topic. Essays on real Russian material will be evaluated most
highly.

The essay begins with a title reflecting the essence of the situation, and a subtitle directly



indicating the theoretical regularity illustrated by the example.

It is imperative that there be an intrigue of some acute, perhaps sensational problem that
has arisen in the activities of companies, the state, the population and its resolution (or, conversely,
non-resolution) in modern conditions. The postgraduate student should pay special attention to
cases of major successes (or failures) of companies, to the most actively discussed in society (on
television, in the press) problems. Find their connection with the fundamental provisions of the
theory and make this connection clear to the reader.

It is imperative to indicate the source of information (the journal issue and the pages where
the relevant article is published; the website address, etc.).

Preparation for the exam

The midterm assessment of postgraduate students in the discipline "Economic Theory
(candidate exam)" is held in the form of an exam and provides for the assessment of postgraduate
students' academic performance on a five-point scale. The condition for successful passing of the
midterm assessment is the systematic work of the postgraduate student throughout the semester.
In this case, preparation for the exam is the systematization of all the knowledge gained in this
discipline.

It is recommended to carefully study the list of questions for the exam, as well as use in the
learning process the program, educational and methodological complex, and other methodological
materials developed by the department for this discipline.

In addition, the presence of a list of questions during the training period will allow you to
choose from the textbooks offered by the teacher the most optimal for each postgraduate student,
in terms of his individual perception of the material, level of complexity and style of presentation.

After studying the relevant topic, it is recommended to check the presence and wording of
the question on this topic in the list of questions for the exam, and also try to state the answer to
this question. If difficulties arise when disclosing the material, you should again refer to the lecture
material, materials of practical classes, clarify the terminology, and also consult with the teacher.




To systematize knowledge and understand the logic of studying the subject in the learning
process, it is recommended to use the course program, which includes sections, topics and
questions.

Before consulting on the subject, you should make a list of questions that require additional
clarification from the teacher.

Independent work in the library

Work with the library collection is multifaceted and involves various options for improving
the professional level of postgraduate students:

a) obtaining books for detailed study during the semester at the scientific loan desk;

b) studying books, magazines, newspapers - in the reading room;

¢) the ability to search for the necessary material through the electronic catalog;

d) obtaining the necessary information about the sources of information from the library

staff.

When preparing reports, essays and other forms of final work of postgraduate students,
presented by them at seminars, it is important to form a bibliography on the topic being studied.
In this case, it is recommended to use several categories of information sources: textbooks for



universities, monographs, periodicals, legislative and regulatory documents, statistical materials,
information from state authorities and administration, local governments, translated publications,
as well as the works of foreign authors in the original.

All collected material should be systematized, identify key issues of the topic being studied
and carry out a comparative analysis of the opinions of various authors on the essence of these
issues. The constructive aspect of this work is developing the ability to generalize a large volume
of material and draw conclusions. A postgraduate student's attempt to develop his own point of
view on the issues under study should also be considered very positive.

Studying websites on the topics of the discipline on the Internet

Internet resources are one of the alternative sources for quickly finding the required
information. They can be used to obtain basic and additional information on the materials being
studied. Writing reports and essays allows postgraduate students to study the course topics in more
depth, independently master the material being studied, using legal sources, textbooks and
scientific papers. The topic of the essay can be assigned by the teacher in the event of an
unsatisfactory response from the postgraduate student at a seminar or his absence, or in the form
of independent work by the teacher.

The essay is completed in typewritten form on A4 paper of at least 12 pages.
