6) "Conclusion”, which summarizes the overall results of the practice, summarizes the
results, and draws conclusions on the results of professional work.
The following documents are attached to the report on the practice in the form of annexes:

Pages are numbered in Arabic numerals at the bottom center, observing the numbering
throughout the text of the work.
