Almost everything we do is governed by some set of rules. There are rules for games, for social clubs, for sports and for adults
in the workplace. There are also rules imposed by morality and custom that play an important role in telling us what we should
and should not do. However, some rules — those made by the state or the courts — are called “laws”. Laws resemble morality
because they are designed to control or alter our behaviour. But unlike rules of morality, laws are enforced by the courts; if you
break a law — whether you like that law or not — you may be forced to pay a fine, pay damages, or go to prison. Why are some
rules so special that they are made into laws? Why do we need rules that everyone must obey? In short, what is the purpose of
law? If we did not live in a structured society with other people, laws would not be necessary. We would simply do as we
please, with little regard for others. But ever since individuals began to associate with other people — to live in society — laws
have been the glue that has kept society together. For example, the law in our country states that we must drive our cars on the
right-hand side of a two way street. If people were allowed to choose at random which side of the street to drive on, driving
would be dangerous and chaotic. Laws regulating our business affairs help to ensure that people keep their promises. Laws
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against criminal conduct help to safeguard our personal property and our lives. Even in a well-ordered society, people have
disagreements and conflicts arise. The law must provide a way to resolve these disputes peacefully. If two people claim to own
the same piece of property, we do not want the matter settled by a duel: we turn to the law and to institutions like the courts to
decide who is the real owner and to make sure that the real owner's rights are respected. We need law, then, to ensure a safe and
peaceful society in which individuals’ rights are respected. But we expect even more from our law. Some totalitarian
governments have cruel and arbitrary laws, enforced by police forces free to arrest and punish people without trial.

Courts, branch of government are established to administer Civil Law and Criminal Law. The term court is also
applied to international tribunals intended to provide for the resolution at law of controversies among governments,
such as the International Court of Justice, established by the United Nations in 1945,after World War II.
Courts are classified in many ways. Among the general classifications are courts of record and courts not of record,
courts of superior jurisdiction and courts of inferior jurisdiction, trial courts and appellate courts, criminal courts and
civil courts. In courts not of record, no detailed record is made of the proceedings. Courts of superior jurisdiction,
often called higher courts or appellate courts, are generally those to which appeals are made from decisions of courts
of inferior jurisdiction, referred to as lower courts or trial courts. Civil and criminal courts deal with infractions of the
civil law and criminal law respectively. Courts with special, limited jurisdictions- such as military courts-are known
by the names of these jurisdictions. Other courts are designated by the territorial limits of their jurisdictions; these
include the state courts of the United States.

It is the Magistrates' courts that try the majority of all cases and some civil cases. Magistrates' courts are presided over
by lay magistrates who work part-time and are unpaid. The courts consist of between 2 and 7 magistrates. In a few
large cities there are also stipendiary magistrates who sit alone and have legal training. County courts are the main
civil courts and the Crown Court deals with all the more serious criminal cases. It also hears appeals from magistrates'
courts. The accused has the right to trial by jury. There is the Central Criminal Court in London ( the Old Baily). The
High Court hears all those civil cases that cannot be decided by county courts. The Court of Appeal hears both
criminal and civil appeals and the House of Lords is the final appellate tribunal.

I

While changes in the law are matters for Parliament, the duty of keeping the law under review, with the Law Reform
Committee, the Criminal Law Revision Committee and the Law Commission in England and Wales, and with the
Scottish Law Commission in Scotland. The Law Reform Committee and the Criminal Law Revision Committee
comprise judges and practicing and academic lawyers, appointed respectively by the Lord Chancellor and the Home
Secretary, to examine aspects of the civil and criminal law in England and Wales.

The Law Commission, a permanent body reporting to the Lord Chancellor and consisting of a High Court judge and
four other members who are required to be practicing or academic lawyers, scrutinizes the law with a view to its
systematic development and reform, and its simplification and modernization. The Scottish Law Commission is
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similar, and reports to the Lord Advocate. The Law reform in Northern Ireland is a matter for the Law Commission
and the Office of Law Reform.
