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An essay is an essay based on an analysis of a specific, pre-

selected topic. This written work excludes the abstracting and taking notes

of scientific articles or monographs. The key to

a high essay score is the fulfillment of several simple requirements. The work should understand and describe th
e problem considered by

the student (theoretical, methodological, concrete historical, etc.). The student should clearly understand for him
self the subject of research, that is, what he is studying. In addition, it is necessary to fit the issue under study int
o the context of a more general problem and be able to explain how this topic is related to other problems. A
well-thought-out, clear and well-founded structure is of great importance, in which the main points of

the problem are

outlined, as well as its solution (convincing arguments and examples). An important component of a well-
executed essay is the presence of conclusions both in sections and in the work as a whole. The conclusions shou
1d correspond to

the problem being studied and the questions posed. The same requirements apply to the design of an essay as
for any other written work. Design requirements:

1. The written work must have a title page as the first page.;
2. The structure of the written work is determined by the student.

3. The written work must be properly executed. Otherwise, it will not be accepted for evaluation.



4. The text should be typed on a computer in the Word editor using the font "Times New Roman", 14 size, 1.5 li
ne spacing, page width alignment.

5. When designing a written work, page numbering is used throughout the text, including the title page.

6. References to sources used in the work, monographs and articles are a prerequisite for any written work. The
number of links is not an indicator of the quality of the work.

The reference to the literature used is made either in the form of a footnote at the bottom of

the page, or an indication in the text of the corresponding position in the list of references at the end of

the work. In the first case, the numbering of footnotes is continuous. At the first mention of the source,

the output information is indicated in full. If it is cited further, then only a brief description is

given. 7. The list of sources and literature used is divided into two headings: "Sources" and "Literature". It

is advisable to classify the available material within each category. The list of references first includes works wi
th Cyrillic graphics, then with Latin and Greek, then literature in Oriental languages. The list of sources and liter
ature used provides a complete bibliographic description of the materials used.

8. The volume of the essay should be 7-8 standard A4 typewritten pages.
9. When writing an essay, it is allowed to use Internet materials, but they must necessarily be referenced.
