Big Cities — Lonely Places

I had now been jobless for nearly eighteen months. I was hating these people who could deny me the
right to earn my living. I was considered too well educated, too good for lowly jobs and too black for
anything better.

I had been sitting beside the lake in St. James’s Park, watching passers-by throwing bits of food to the
ducks. Near me was seated a thin old gentleman reading the Times, who occasionally commented on



the colour or habits of the ducks. I didn’t feel like talking with anybody. “Been in England long,
haven’t you?” he asked.

I didn’t answer.“Big cities are lonely places and London is no exception.” He wanted to talk. “It’s no
one’s fault, really,” he continued; “a big city cannot afford to be distracted from the important job of
being a big city by such an unimportant item as your happiness or mine.”
