As his homeland is plunged into sub-arctic temperatures, one Dane is much warmer
than  his  compatriots this  winter. Intrepid  35-year-old  Torbjern  Pedersen is
contemplating Christmas in the Caribbean as part of his quest to visit every country in
the world without stepping on an aeroplane — and living on the equivalent of just £12
a day.
“I’ve wanted to visit every country in the world for as long as I can remember,”

Pedersen tells the Guardian over the din of cockerel calls on a crackly line from St
Lucia. “It was one of those childhood dreams, like being a fireman or a ninja. Then
you grow up. | was told: ‘It’s impossible unless you’re a millionaire.” But my father
saw an article about Graham Hughes from Liverpool, who set a world record in 2012

for visiting all the countries in the world without the use of aircraft. 1 thought, maybe I
could do that. All my friends were settling down with children and WVolvos and cats.
And I wanted that too, just not yet.”

Pedersen spent 10 months researching the possibility of taking off into the unknown.
As a shipping and transportation consultant by trade, he secured sponsorship from
Ross Offshore and Ross Engineering to cover some of his costs, then sold most of his
possessions and sublet his Copenhagen apartment to cover the rest. The Danish Red
Cross got wind of his mission and asked him to be a goodwill ambassador, writing
about his trip in return for help with access to some of the more closed countries such
as North Korea.
His family encouraged him. “Dad even told me that if he got sick and died while I
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was away, he didn’t want me Dback for the funeral. Luckily he’s pretty healthy.”
Planning was going well, but there was one obstacle. “I have a serious girlfriend,”
says Pedersen, “and even if I only spend a week in each of the 203 countries on my
list, it will take me at least four years.” So how do you break it to your other half that

you’re leaving them for four years? “You do it smiling,” he says. “I'm lucky - she
understands that this is my life’s dream and she supports me. She’s a doctor so she has
a very busy life too.”

He set off on in October 2013 hoping to beat Hughes’s record by visiting the 193 UN
member states as well as additional territories without going back to Denmark or
setting foot on a plane until he’s ticked them all off (Hughes was forced to fly back
and forth to the UK for personal reasons). “I’ve already visited 68 countries and the
tough thing so far 1is tearing myself away after such a short amount of time,” says
Pedersen. “It’s like only getting to eat the frosting on a cake. I meet so many nice

people who say things like, ‘wanna catch up next Tuesday?” And | have to tell them,
‘I can’t, I'll. be in Canada ... or somewhere. You miss out on friendships. I’d love to
spend a month in each country but that would take me 16 vyears. And my girlfriend
won’t wait that long.”
Pedersen has seen staggering landscapes and places of jaw-dropping beauty, but it is
the people he remembers most vividly - “like the ticket clerk on the station in
Moscow, or the woman in Poland who took me in and cooked for me when | arrived

in the middle of nowhere at midnight,” he says. “I’ve experienced amazing hospitality
like this all over. It restores your faith in humanity. There’s no doubt that there’s evil
in the world, but most people are just getting on with life, being nice to each other and
talking about football and the weather.” He says that the trip has made him feel as
though the world is a better place: “It’s complicated, sure — but nothing is black and
white anymore. The world is grey - in a good way.”
Dominica is next on the list for Pedersen, somewhere many people would dream of
spending Christmas. But for this Dane, there’s no place like home: “I miss the Danish
winter - T have Viking blood, so I’d love to feel freezing again. Just for one day.”

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Illegal music file sharing is now mainstream.
The Guardian. Tuesday 18 September 2012 14.48 BST.

If you're like me and the vast majority of people in the UK, on Monday morning you discovered many
people in your area risked legal action so that they could own Ed Sheeran's music. That in itself is
quite a discovery, but the first ever Digital Music Index also showed that there were 43,314,568 files
shared in the UK, with the data being collected from people who used BitTorrent in the first six
months of this year.

Of course, people have been laughing in the face of a criminal record for illegally downloading music
for years, but this is the first time we could see where and what people were downloading. The process
of discovering who is popular in your area is unnerving. As you log on to the BBC site you're
presented with a sinister picture of Sheeran (looking as if he actually orchestrated this amazing piece
of PR himself) and the question "Who is the most illegally shared artist in your area?", above a box
where you type in your postcode. The Sheeran/internet overlord shot gives the game away. Most of the
filesharers inflicted his sultry laments on each other — Sheeran is the top illegal download in 459 of the
694 cities.

But, there were elements of hope among the despair. | discovered that although Sheeranators might
pervade my old neighbourhood in Newcastle, Miles Davis was also shared a lot compared to the UK
average. People on the Isle of Wight shunned the contemporary chart toppers and instead shared Louis
Armstrong more than any other, while the Scottish border town of Galashiels went up in the cool
stakes with the most popular downloads being tracks by the Smiths. But there is a more serious issue
after you get past the devastation that pretty much everyone you know secretly downloads Pitbull
songs: the future of music itself.

The data shows just how mainstream filesharing is now. It isn't just members of Anonymous sitting
behind their Macbooks downloading the obscure doom metal of Sunn Q)))) the culprits are your next
door neighbours, your relatives, your own kids and perhaps (probably) even you. That's the problem
for the record labels who, along with the government, have tried to stigmatise the practice as much as
possible. But those who have grown up getting whatever music they want for free are not suddenly
going to become nostalgic vinyl-heads who are willing to pay £11.99 for a CD — to them it makes no
sense and the rose-tinted memories of buying a physical record from an actual person don't exist. And
the message that filesharing is stealing and equal with nicking a car doesn't hold much water when so
many people are busy doing it. .

When asked about piracy, Sheeran said: "I've sold 1.2 million albums, and the stat is that there's 8
million downloads of that as well illegally. Nine million people have my record, in England, which is
quite a nice feeling." That popularity then feeds live ticket sales so he isn't bothered about it, but his
manager and record label boss probably are. So is the whole industry, which has seen sales cut in half
over the past decade.

iTunes has been successful but it depends on a user having an Apple product to put the music
on after they've paid for it, and an average kid doesn't have money lying about for an iPhone.
Streaming sites like Spotify for music and Netflix, which offers a similar service for film and TV, are
an interesting idea and growing rapidly, but at present they are still nowhere near popular enough to
challenge torrents, filesharing and the attraction of free music.
