German town evacuates on Christmas morning for WWII bomb

25 December, 2016

Thousands of people in the southern German city of Augsburg have left Christmas presents and
decorations behind, forced to evacuate while authorities disarm a large World War II aerial bomb.
The bomb was uncovered last week during construction work in the city's historic central district.

Police say Christmas Day is the best time to defuse it because there is less traffic and it is more likely
people can stay with relatives.

Police rang doorbells and used vans with loudspeakers to urge procrastinators to leave ahead of a
10a.m. deadline. Traffic into the evacuation zone was halted from 8 a.m. local time.

Some 32,000 homes with 54,000 residents are in the evacuation zone. Christmas morning services at
the medieval cathedral with its famed boys' choir were moved to another church.

Police aren't making any promises about how long it will take to disarm the bomb. Schools and
sports facilities have been opened as shelters, but police said they were not full and many people
had already left for relatives' homes Christmas Eve. About 200 people came to the town's exhibition
center and 100 to the WWK Arena sports stadium. Public transportation was free of charge for the
evacuation.

Finding World War II bombs is not unusual in Germany. Much of Augsburg's historic center was
destroyed on Feb. 25-26, 1944, when hundreds of British and U.S. bombers attacked the city.

12.6m annual deaths linked with environmental pollution

Ministers and senior officials at Conference of Parties (COP) 22 in Marrakech, Morocco have
promised to take steps to reduce the deaths caused by environmental pollution, reports UNB.
Gathering at the COP22 climate meeting in Marrakech, over two dozens of high-level officials
related to health and environment sectors signed up the Declaration for Health, Environment and
Climate Change, according to a message received in Dhaka yesterday. The goal is to reduce
pollution-related deaths via a new globalinitiative to promote better management of environmental
and climate risks to health. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that some 12.6
million deaths a year are associated with environmental pollution.
Of these, an estimated 6.5 million deaths (11.6 percent of all global deaths) are associated with air
pollution, from household and outdoor sources. "This landmark declaration has raised consensus
better articulation of our efforts to find a solution to the major health, environmental and climate
challenges," said Hakima El Haite, Minister of Environment, Morocco. "Together, we commit to
ensuring that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of
the response to climate change," he added. Most environmental pollution-related deaths occur in
low-and middle-income countries. However, outdoor air pollution remains prevalent in high-income
countries as well, with 9 out of 10 people worldwide exposed to air pollution that exceeds WHO Air
Quality guidelines for fine particulate matter. Ninety-four percent of outdoor air pollution deaths are
due to non-communicable diseases - notably cardiovascular diseases, stroke, chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease and lung cancer. "We know that most health risks from climate change are
preventable," said Morocco's Health Minister Dr El Houssaine Louardi. The Declaration recognises



that well-designed policies to protect the environment will result in reducing the global burden of
disease attributable to the environment as well as reducing the rising rate of noncommunicable
diseases (NCDs), such as stroke, heart disease, cancers and chronic respiratory diseases. NCDs
account for nearly two-thirds - or 8.2 million - of deaths associated with unhealthy environments.
"The devastating consequences of air pollution affect both the climate and health. They're seen

everywhere from smog-encircled mega-cities to village dwellings filled with smoke from indoor

cooking. Yet virtually all air pollution is manmade - and often excessive," said WHQO's Director-
General Dr Margaret Chan. "By working together, across sectors, and with partners, we can help
ensure that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of
the response to climate change," the WHO DG added.

1,800 studies later, scientists conclude homeopathy doesn’t work

Perhaps you remember when scientists debunked homeopathy in 2002. Or 2010. Or 2014. But now
a major Australian study analyzing over 1,800 papers has shown that homeopathy, the alternative
treatment that relies on super-diluted substances and the principle of “like cures like” is completely
ineffective.

After assessing more than 1,800 studies on homeopathy, Australia’s National Health and Medical
Research Council was only able to find 225 that were rigorous enough to analyze. And a systematic
review of these studies revealed “no good quality evidence to support the claim that homeopathy is
effective in treating health conditions.

The Australian study, which is the first position statement relying on such an extensive review of
medical literature, strikes the latest blow at a 200-year-old alternative treatment developed by a
German physician with “no interest in detailed pathology, and none in conventional diagnosis and
treatment.” The Washington Post reports that the study’s authors are concerned that people who
continue to choose homeopathic remedies over proven medicine face real health risks—including
the nearly 4 million Americans who use homeopathic “medicines.”

The head of the National Health and Medical Research Council told the Guardian that he hopes the
findings will lead to changes in Australia’s health insurance and pharmacy systems. But he also said
that “there will be a tail of people who won’t respond to this report, and who will say it’s all a
conspiracy of the establishment.”

News of the Australian study comes on the heels of newly released National Health Interview
Survey data showing a “small but significant” increase in the use of homeopathy during 2012. And
recently, a Canadian homeopathic college came under fire for taking an anti-vaccination stance and
promoting homeopathic “nosodes” as an alternative to vaccines.

But will the not-so-new news that homeopathy is ineffective keep consumers from wasting their
money on the complementary therapy? If the growing homeopathic industry is any indication, the

Venezuela postpones demonstration after chaos

Venezuelan National Guards clash with demonstrators in La Fria

Venezuelan President Nicolas Maduro has suspended the elimination of the country's largest
denomination bill, which had sparked cash shortages and nationwide unrest. Venezuelans were given
10 days to exchange the 100 bolivar bills at the central bank, but the government on Saturday
postponed the decision for two weeks. The 100 bolivar bills, officially out of use since Thursday and
worth just 4 US cents at the black market currency rate, can now be used until January 2, Maduro said.
The surprise pulling of the 100 bolivar note from circulation on Thursday - before new larger bills
were available - led to vast lines at banks, looting at scores of shops, anti-government protests and at
least one death. Maduro, speaking from the presidential palace, blamed a "sabotage" campaign by
enemies abroad for the delayed arrival of three planes carrying the new 500, 2,000 and 20,000 b. One
plane, contracted and paid for by Venezuela, was told in flight to change direction and go to another
country," he said, without specifying who had given the orders. "There's another which was not given
flyover permission."

Many Venezuelans had found themselves without the means to pay for food, gasoline or Christmas
preparations in a country already reeling from a profound economic crisis. About 40 percent of
Venezuelans do not have bank accounts, and so cannot use electronic transactions as an alternative to
cash. Adding to the chaos, Venezuela has the world's highest rate of inflation, meaning large bags of
cash must be humped around to pay for basic items.

India makes no arrests in connection with rape videos

Police have not taken action since Al Jazeera revealed that videos of women and girls being raped are
on sale.

More than a month after Al Jazeera published an investigative report on rape videos being sold in
the markets of Uttar Pradesh in India, little has been done to stop the flourishing trade in the violent
and explicit videos.

The country's Supreme Court has taken notice of the case after a letter directed to the Chief Justice
of India by Prajwala, an anti-trafficking NGO, sought action to cease the circulation of the

videos. The court has been pressing the government to come up with a solution in the form of
concrete action, such as introducing a new law to prevent the trade in rape videos.

"As of now, there is no law exclusively meant to govern the circulation of rape videos, but existing
laws under IPC [Indian Penal Code] and cyber laws are efficient to ensure that circulation of any
pornographic material without the consent of the woman visible in the video does not take place,"
said Vrinda Grover, a prominent women's rights lawyer in India. "What is important is that existing
laws are implemented properly and police acts in accordance with them, rather than introducing a
new law all together," she said.

According to sources on the ground, the trade still persists and the videos, which show women and
sometimes girls being raped by groups of men, are still available in kiosks located in western parts
of Uttar Pradesh province in northern India. This comes after assurances from the authorities that
every possible step is being taken to stop the sale of the videos and to arrest the perpetrators, many
of whom are visible in the videos.

Shortly after Al Jazeera published the initial report, Uttar Pradesh police tweeted that it was
referring the matter to Meerut police.

Saharanpur's Deputy Inspector General of Police Jitendra Kuma Shahi asked for samples of the
videos without acknowledging that it is illegal to circulate them. When asked what steps he has
taken to stop this trade, he replied: "We have directed all our officials in different police stations to

look into the matter." "Ever since we came across this story published in Al Jazeera, we swung into

action and directed all our station head officers to look out for such kiosks, or individuals involved in
such trade, and seize any material depicting sexual crime against women," Shahi added.

He declined to provide details about which kiosks had been raided and said no arrests had been
made in connection with the videos, which show, not only the faces of the women being raped, but

also those of their assailants.

German town evacuates on Christmas morning for WWII bomb
25 December, 2016

Thousands of people in the southern German city of Augsburg have left Christmas presents and
decorations behind, forced to evacuate while authorities disarm a large World War II aerial bomb.
The bomb was uncovered last week during construction work in the city's historic central district.
Police say Christmas Day is the best time to defuse it because there is less traffic and it is more likely
people can stay with relatives.

Police rang doorbells and used vans with loudspeakers to urge procrastinators to leave ahead of a
10a.m. deadline. Traffic into the evacuation zone was halted from 8 a.m. local time.

Some 32,000 homes with 54,000 residents are in the evacuation zone. Christmas morning services at
the medieval cathedral with its famed boys' choir were moved to another church.

Police aren't making any promises about how long it will take to disarm the bomb. Schools and
sports facilities have been opened as shelters, but police said they were not full and many people
had already left for relatives' homes Christmas Eve. About 200 people came to the town's exhibition



center and 100 to the WWK Arena sports stadium. Public transportation was free of charge for the
evacuation.

Finding World War II bombs is not unusual in Germany. Much of Augsburg's historic center was
destroyed on Feb. 25-26, 1944, when hundreds of British and U.S. bombers attacked the city.

12.6m annual deaths linked with environmental pollution

17 December, 2016

Ministers and senior officials at Conference of Parties (COP) 22 in Marrakech, Morocco have
promised to take steps to reduce the deaths caused by environmental pollution, reports UNB.
Gathering at the COP22 climate meeting in Marrakech, over two dozens of high-level officials
related to health and environment sectors signed up the Declaration for Health, Environment and
Climate Change, according to a message received in Dhaka yesterday. The goal is to reduce
pollution-related deaths via a new globalinitiative to promote better management of environmental
and climate risks to health. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that some 12.6
million deaths a year are associated with environmental pollution.

Of these, an estimated 6.5 million deaths (11.6 percent of all global deaths) are associated with air
pollution, from household and outdoor sources. "This landmark declaration has raised consensus
better articulation of our efforts to find a solution to the major health, environmental and climate
challenges," said Hakima El Haite, Minister of Environment, Morocco. "Together, we commit to
ensuring that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of
the response to climate change," he added. Most environmental pollution-related deaths occur in
low-and middle-income countries. However, outdoor air pollution remains prevalent in high-income
countries as well, with 9 out of 10 people worldwide exposed to air pollution that exceeds WHO Air
Quality guidelines for fine particulate matter. Ninety-four percent of outdoor air pollution deaths are
due to non-communicable diseases - notably cardiovascular diseases, stroke, chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease and lung cancer. "We know that most health risks from climate change are
preventable," said Morocco's Health Minister Dr El Houssaine Louardi. The Declaration recognises
that well-designed policies to protect the environment will result in reducing the global burden of
disease attributable to the environment as well as reducing the rising rate of noncommunicable
diseases (NCDs), such as stroke, heart disease, cancers and chronic respiratory diseases. NCDs
account for nearly two-thirds - or 8.2 million - of deaths associated with unhealthy environments.
"The devastating consequences of air pollution affect both the climate and health. They're seen

everywhere from smog-encircled mega-cities to village dwellings filled with smoke from indoor

cooking. Yet virtually all air pollution is manmade - and often excessive," said WHQ's Director-

General Dr Margaret Chan. "By working together, across sectors, and with partners, we can help
ensure that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of
the response to climate change," the WHO DG added.

1,800 studies later, scientists conclude homeopathy doesn’t work

Perhaps you remember when scientists debunked homeopathy in 2002. Or 2010. Or 2014. But now
a major Australian study analyzing over 1,800 papers has shown that homeopathy, the alternative



treatment that relies on super-diluted substances and the principle of “like cures like” is completely
ineffective.

After assessing more than 1,800 studies on homeopathy, Australia’s National Health and Medical
Research Council was only able to find 225 that were rigorous enough to analyze. And a systematic
review of these studies revealed “no good quality evidence to support the claim that homeopathy is
effective in treating health conditions.

The Australian study, which is the first position statement relying on such an extensive review of
medical literature, strikes the latest blow at a 200-year-old alternative treatment developed by a
German physician with “no interest in detailed pathology, and none in conventional diagnosis and
treatment.” The Washington Post reports that the study’s authors are concerned that people who
continue to choose homeopathic remedies over proven medicine face real health risks—including
the nearly 4 million Americans who use homeopathic “medicines.”

The head of the National Health and Medical Research Council told the Guardian that he hopes the
findings will lead to changes in Australia’s health insurance and pharmacy systems. But he also said
that “there will be a tail of people who won’t respond to this report, and who will say it’s all a
conspiracy of the establishment.”

News of the Australian study comes on the heels of newly released National Health Interview
Survey data showing a “small but significant” increase in the use of homeopathy during 2012. And
recently, a Canadian homeopathic college came under fire for taking an anti-vaccination stance and
promoting homeopathic “nosodes” as an alternative to vaccines.

But will the not-so-new news that homeopathy is ineffective keep consumers from wasting their
money on the complementary therapy? If the growing homeopathic industry is any indication, the

The solar-powered town: a dream for the environment- or a wildlife nightmare?

Florida real estate has a bad habit of reflecting the boom-and-bust cycles of the US economy but
Babcock Ranch, a new development opening early next year and designed to be the world’s first solar-
powered town, is hoping it can provide the Sunshine state with a model for sustainable living.

That, at least, is the hope of Syd Kitson, a former offensive guard with the Green Bay Packers turned
real estate developer, who is behind an ambitious project that Kitson describes as the country’s most
“sustainable, most innovative and health-focused” new town in the US.

Bordered by the Babcock Ranch preserve and the 65,000-acre Cecil M Webb wildlife management
area, Babcock Ranch is at the centre of south-west Florida’s newest growth corridor, just 20 minutes
east of downtown Fort Myers.

Kitson and his backers bought the estate for more than $500m in 2006 from the heirs of Edward Vose
Babcock, a former mayor of Pittsburgh. The developer sold 73,000 acres to the state, creating the
preserve, and designated 18,000 acres to the development and 9,000 acres to parkland.

At its completion, Babcock is expected to grow to 19,500 homes, with a downtown with commercial
space and extensive infrastructure, including a 75-megawatt solar facility generating electricity for the
town, self-driving cars, groves of oak and natural plants for landscaping, community and kitchen
gardens, a farm-to-table restaurant, a charter school and an extensive network of lakes and irrigation
designed to reduce the development’s environmental impact.

Experts call for official guidelines on child screen use

25 December, 2016

Educationalists, psychologists and authors also call for a minister for children to try to address ‘toxic’
nature of childhood.

A group of leading authors, educationalists and child-development experts is calling on the
government to introduce national guidelines on the use of screens, amid concern about the impact on
children’s physical and mental health.

It is one of a series of measures outlined in a letter to the Guardian, highlighting what it describes as
the increasingly “toxic” nature of childhood, and signed by 40 senior figures, including the

author Philip Pullman, the former archbishop of Canterbury Rowan Williams, the psychotherapist
Susie Orbach and the childcare expert Penelope Leach.

The letter urges the government to create a cabinet-level minister for children, with specific
responsibility for auditing all government policies in order to assess their impact on children’s health
and wellbeing.

It calls for the development of kindergarten-style education for three- to seven-year-olds, with
emphasis on social and emotional development and outdoor play; and says guidelines on screen-based
technology for children up to 12 should be drawn up by recognised authorities on child health and
development.

It is 10 years since the group sent its first letter to the media, expressing concern about the way it
believes children’s health and wellbeing are being undermined by “the decline of outdoor play,
increasingly screen-based lifestyles, a hyper-competitive schooling system and the unremitting
commercialization of childhood”. Since then, they say, policy making has been “half-hearted, short-
termist and disjointedly ineffective”, with obesity and mental health problems among young people
approaching crisis levels.

“If children are to develop the self-regulation and emotional resilience required to thrive in modern
technological culture, they need unhurried engagement with caring adults and plenty of self-directed
outdoor play, especially during their early years (0-7),” the letter reads.

“Without concerted action, our children’s physical and mental health will continue to deteriorate, with
long-term results for UK society that are frankly unthinkable.”

Police rang doorbells and used vans with loudspeakers to urge procrastinators to leave ahead of a
10a.m. deadline. Traffic into the evacuation zone was halted from 8 a.m. local time.

Some 32,000 homes with 54,000 residents are in the evacuation zone. Christmas morning services at
the medieval cathedral with its famed boys' choir were moved to another church.

Police aren't making any promises about how long it will take to disarm the bomb. Schools and
sports facilities have been opened as shelters, but police said they were not full and many people
had already left for relatives' homes Christmas Eve. About 200 people came to the town's exhibition
center and 100 to the WWK Arena sports stadium. Public transportation was free of charge for the
evacuation.

Finding World War II bombs is not unusual in Germany. Much of Augsburg's historic center was
destroyed on Feb. 25-26, 1944, when hundreds of British and U.S. bombers attacked the city.

12.6m annual deaths linked with environmental pollution

Ministers and senior officials at Conference of Parties (COP) 22 in Marrakech, Morocco have
promised to take steps to reduce the deaths caused by environmental pollution, reports UNB.
Gathering at the COP22 climate meeting in Marrakech, over two dozens of high-level officials
related to health and environment sectors signed up the Declaration for Health, Environment and
Climate Change, according to a message received in Dhaka yesterday. The goal is to reduce
pollution-related deaths via a new globalinitiative to promote better management of environmental
and climate risks to health. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that some 12.6
million deaths a year are associated with environmental pollution.

Of these, an estimated 6.5 million deaths (11.6 percent of all global deaths) are associated with air
pollution, from household and outdoor sources. "This landmark declaration has raised consensus
better articulation of our efforts to find a solution to the major health, environmental and climate
challenges," said Hakima El Haite, Minister of Environment, Morocco. "Together, we commit to
ensuring that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of
the response to climate change," he added. Most environmental pollution-related deaths occur in
low-and middle-income countries. However, outdoor air pollution remains prevalent in high-income
countries as well, with 9 out of 10 people worldwide exposed to air pollution that exceeds WHO Air
Quality guidelines for fine particulate matter. Ninety-four percent of outdoor air pollution deaths are
due to non-communicable diseases - notably cardiovascular diseases, stroke, chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease and lung cancer. "We know that most health risks from climate change are
preventable," said Morocco's Health Minister Dr El Houssaine Louardi. The Declaration recognises
that well-designed policies to protect the environment will result in reducing the global burden of
disease attributable to the environment as well as reducing the rising rate of noncommunicable



diseases (NCDs), such as stroke, heart disease, cancers and chronic respiratory diseases. NCDs
account for nearly two-thirds - or 8.2 million - of deaths associated with unhealthy environments.
"The devastating consequences of air pollution affect both the climate and health. They're seen
everywhere from smog-encircled mega-cities to village dwellings filled with smoke from indoor
cooking. Yet virtually all air pollution is manmade - and often excessive," said WHQ's Director-
General Dr Margaret Chan. "By working together, across sectors, and with partners, we can help
ensure that people - their livelihoods, wellbeing, and particularly their health - are at the centre of

the response to climate change," the WHO DG added.
