Successful study of the discipline is possible with independent systematic work of students on
regulatory and educational literature. Successful study of this discipline is possible only with the correct
organization of independent work of the student. In no case should you limit yourself to just listening and
taking notes on the lecture. The lecture should familiarize the student with the essence and main content of a
particular topic. It outlines the range of issues, problems on which the student, with the help of textbooks,
teaching aids, receives solid, specific knowledge. It is advisable to familiarize yourself with the literature
recommended in the course program, which provides additional knowledge on the material covered.

It is recommended to use the "Garant" and "Consultant Plus" systems when preparing for the answer to
familiarize yourself with changes in legislation. It is necessary to study the content of the norms in laws and



other regulatory legal acts on a given topic in the most thorough way. In order to consolidate the knowledge
gained and check the level of student preparation on a specific topic of the course, it is necessary to answer the
control questions formulated in the work program for each topic and, if necessary, return to additional study of
individual issues of the topic. The student must understand that only he himself, independently, through
conscientious assimilation of the content of lectures, study of educational and additional literature, the meaning
and content of the legal norms themselves and the practice of their application, through thoughtful and
conscientious preparation for classes, can acquire solid and deep knowledge of the course, which is necessary
not only to obtain knowledge that meets the requirements of higher education, but also to apply it in practice.
When studying individual problems of the course "Development Economics”, especially of a theoretical nature,
it is desirable to compare the educational material presented in various textbooks and monographs, solve
practical problems, tests, prepare reports. This contributes to the development of a legal worldview in the future
bachelor, a correct understanding of the main stages and features of the development economy of different
countries. Consequently, preference in the learning process should be given to developing the ability of students
to independently assess various issues of development economics.

Practical classes are inextricably linked with homework as the main type of ongoing independent work,
being, in combination with the systematic study of theoretical material, the basis for the rating assessment of
knowledge, recorded in the midterm and final assessments. Practical and seminar classes help students to
master the educational material more deeply, acquire the skills of scientific and theoretical generalization of
literary sources, creative work on documents and primary sources. When starting to prepare for a practical and
seminar class, it is necessary to indicate to students the pages in the lecture notes, sections of textbooks and
teaching aids so that they get a general idea of the place and significance of the topic in the course being
studied. Then they should be encouraged to work with additional literature, make notes on the recommended
sources. Due to the labor intensity of preparation for the seminar, the teacher should offer students an algorithm
of actions, recommend that they carefully read the lecture notes and the prepared notes on the topic of the
seminar again, and carefully think over their oral presentation.

At the seminar, each participant must be prepared to speak on all the issues raised in the plan, and be as
active as possible in considering them. The speech must be free, convincing, and reasoned. The teacher ensures
that the speech is not reduced to the reproductive level (simple reproduction of the text), and simple reading of
the notes is not allowed. It is necessary for the speaker to demonstrate his own attitude to what he is talking
about, express his personal opinion, understanding, substantiate it, and be able to draw the right conclusions
from what has been said. At the same time, the student can refer to the notes of the notes and lectures, directly
to the original sources, use knowledge of fiction and art, facts and observations of modern life, etc.

Such a presentation may spark debates and discussions, and everyone should strive to participate in
them. The teacher must listen attentively and critically, notice what is special in the students' judgments, catch
shortcomings and mistakes, correct their knowledge and, if necessary, act as a referee, directing the
development of the discussion in the right direction. At the same time, pay attention to what has not yet been
said, or support and develop an interesting thought expressed by the student speaker. In conclusion, the teacher,
as the leader of the seminar, sums up its results. He can (selectively) check the students' notes and, if necessary,
make corrections and additions to them. It should be taken into account that the time allocated for the lecture
course does not allow for covering all currently existing approaches and views on the world economic system
and international economic relations. Therefore, in the process of mastering the discipline, for better



assimilation of the material, it is necessary to regularly refer to the literary sources offered in the bibliographic
list and, in addition, use the educational resources presented in the section "educational and methodological
support of the discipline” through the university computer network and during independent preparation at
home, as well as publicly available Internet portals containing a large number of both popular science and
highly specialized articles devoted to various aspects of the academic discipline. A significant place in the study
of the discipline is given to the independent work of students, its volume is determined by the curriculum,
consistent work is extracurricular and is mandatory for each student. Independent work is intended for
independent familiarization of the student with certain sections of the course and additional materials of the
discipline, for the purpose of a more in-depth study of the sections of the discipline, acquisition of new
knowledge, skills, and abilities.

Independent work is carried out on the materials recommended by the teacher and is aimed at
completing assignments for the course of various types. Independent work of students includes: - study of the
conceptual apparatus of the discipline; - study of topics of independent preparation according to the curriculum;
- work on primary and secondary literature; - self-preparation for practical and other types of classes; -
independent work of the student in preparation for the exam; - preparation of tests (homework); - independent
work of the student in the library; - study of websites on the topics of the discipline on the Internet; - collection
and study of materials necessary for participation in interactive games, and conducting other forms of
interactive work; - preparation of assignments on the most pressing issues for the national economy; -
preparation for completing assignments and testing; - preparation for the exam. The main principle of
organizing independent work of students is an integrated approach aimed at developing critical thinking of
students and stimulating diversified types of activity.

The study of theoretical material is determined by the working curriculum of the discipline, the
calendar plan for studying the discipline included in it and the list of literature; it is recommended to review the
material of the preceding topics of the working curriculum, as well as the material of the preceding academic
disciplines, which serves as the basis for the studied section of this discipline, when preparing for classes.
When preparing for a practical lesson, it is necessary to study the lecture materials and the recommended
literature. The studied material should be analyzed in accordance with the lesson plan, then check the degree of
assimilation of the content of the questions. Practical classes are inextricably linked with homework as the main
type of ongoing independent work, being, in combination with the systematic study of theoretical material, the
basis for the rating assessment of knowledge recorded in the midterm and final certification. Independent work
is carried out in order to deepen knowledge of the discipline and provides for: - review of the covered
educational material, reading the recommended literature; - preparation for practical classes; - completion of
general and individual homework; - work with electronic sources; - preparation for the exam.

It is important to plan time for independent work for the entire semester, while providing for the
repetition of the material covered. When preparing for the exam, you should be guided by the list of questions
for preparation for the final assessment of the course. At the same time, it is necessary to understand the
essence of the main concepts of the discipline. Independent work of students, first of all, consists of studying
literature that supplements the material presented in the lecture part of the course. It is necessary to master the
skills of bibliographic search, including in network Internet resources, learn to compare different points of view
and determine research methods. It is assumed that, after listening to a lecture, the student should familiarize
himself with the recommended literature from the main list, then turn to the sources indicated in the
bibliographic lists of the studied books, search and critically evaluate the material on Internet sites, collect the
necessary information. There are several methods of working with literature. One of them is the repetition
method: the meaning of the text read can be memorized. Simple repetition affects memory mechanically and
superficially. Information obtained in this way is easily forgotten. The most effective method is the method of
conscious memorization: the text read must be processed more than just memorized. In order to thoroughly
process information, it is important to perform a number of mental operations: comment on new data; evaluate
their significance; ask questions; compare the received information with previously known. To improve
information processing, it is very important to establish meaningful connections and structure new information.
Studying scientific, educational and other literature requires keeping working notes. The form of notes can be
very diverse: a simple or detailed plan, theses, quotes, notes.

Independent work of students includes preparation for test questions and tasks for ongoing monitoring
and midterm assessment based on the results of mastering the discipline given in paragraph 5.
