5.Evaluation tools and methods of their application

Requirements for the design of a diary (written practice report)
1. The diary is an official document on practice. It should be written legibly, competently, and in a medical
language.
2. Diary entries are kept daily at the end of the working day and should reflect all the work done in the hospital
departments.

The student describes his work done during the shift in a first-person text version, as
well as the algorithm of the manipulations performed.

Criteria for evaluating a diary based on production practice

"Credit" - the student managed to describe the manipulations performed in the diary in full in
accordance with the instructions for filling out the diary, or the student made minor mistakes in the
design of the diary.

"Fail” - the student made gross mistakes in the design of the diary. The design does not comply
with the instructions. After completing the internship, the student must write a report on the work done
based on the entries in the diary.

The volume of the report should be no more than 15-10 sheets (without appendices) (font — Times New Roman, font



size — 14, line spacing — single, left margin — 3 cm, right — 1.5 cm, top and bottom — 2 cm, indentation — 1 cm,
alignment — in width, tables and diagrams they are arranged according to the text and numbered by sections).

The number of applications is not limited and is not included in the specified volume. The standard form of the title
page of the student's practice report is given in Appendix 5.
The list of references is arranged in alphabetical order.

Criteria for the final assessment of practice results
Estimation Level of training

Credit The student is disciplined, conscientious and has mastered the practical skills provided by
the internship program at the proper level. The written report is designed according to the
requirements and accepted without comment. The report, individual practice assignment,
practice assignment and work schedule are submitted no later than the reporting deadline.
The content of the report fully reflects the amount of information and practical skills that the
student has learned and acquired. Practical skills are fully mastered by the student — the
student freely performs manipulations on patient care, knows the algorithm of actions.
During the interview , the answers to the questions were given comprehensively, without
errors, and logically justified. The volume and level of mastering practical skills are full-
fledged, corresponding to 51-100%.

Fail The written report contains gross errors, is incomplete, and requires significant revision; the
teacher's comments on the report have not been eliminated, and/or the report, along with the
individual practice assignment, practice assignment, and work schedule, was submitted later
than the reporting deadline. During the interview, the answers to the questions asked were
not given. Oral and written reports cannot reveal knowledge, skills, and proficiency. The
student did not complete the internship program and did not master practical skills. The
volume and level of mastering practical skills corresponds to 50% or less.

The presentation time is 5-7 minutes. It is advisable to present the report freely without reading the printed
text. During the presentation, you are welcome to refer to the presentation slides. The presentation should be made



in PowerPoint, the background of the slides is light, the font is dark contrasting Times New Roman, size 16-20. The
presentation should contain the title page, the relevance of the work, the purpose, objectives, materials and methods,
results, conclusions. The presentation should be well illustrated with drawings, diagrams and tables. All figures,
diagrams, and tables must have names, signatures, and transcripts of signatures. The presentation should be
logically consistent with the report. The presentation design may contain UNN logos. During the competition, the
material and technical equipment (phantoms, dummies, tools) necessary to demonstrate skills and skills in
production practice are used.
