The purpose of independent work is to prepare a modern competent bachelor's degree and to develop
the abilities and skills for continuous self—education and professional improvement using a foreign
language.

Independent work is the most active and creative process that performs a number of didactic functions:
it promotes the formation of dialectical thinking, develops a high culture of intellectual work, improves
the ways of organizing cognitive activity, fosters responsibility, determination, sys-tematicity and
consistency in the work of students, develops their respect for their time, the ability to bring to finish
the job you started.

Work on the main and additional literature.

The student should be able to independently select the necessary materials for study and scientific
work from authentic sources in a foreign language. At the same time, you should consult foreign
subject catalogs and bibliographic reference books available in libraries, as well as be able to use
Internet search engines.

Exploring self-study topics

A special place is given to students' independent study of individual sections and topics in a for-eign
language. This approach develops students' initiative, the desire to increase the amount of knowledge,
develop the skills and abilities to comprehensively master the ways and techniques of profes-sional
activity.

Preparation for presentations in a foreign language in the classroom.

In the classroom, in his speech, the student should be able to consistently express his thoughts and
defend them in a reasoned manner in a foreign language. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to
familiar-ize yourself with the relevant topic within the framework of the discipline being studied, with
the ques-tions submitted to the classes; study the recommended materials on this topic; comprehend
the range of related issues related to the problem under consideration and the logic of their
consideration; prepare a brief presentation on each of the issues submitted to the seminar.

One of the forms of self-preparation for classes is working in groups, preparing group reports,
dialogues and group presentations on the topics studied in a foreign language.
